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Under normal circumstances and conditions. The
scooter does not require maintenance. However, the
scooter should be checked periodically for any loose,
broken, or worn parts. Tighten any parts that are loose,
and replace any worn or broken parts immediately.

* Before riding everytime, make sure that the scooter
is right assembled and locked. After using, clean the
scooter by wet cloth.

* Checking the screws on scooter every week, make
sure screws are well tightened. If not, tighten them

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To release the folding mechanism, put one foot on the
deck plate and raise handlebars up until the upright
position
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adjust the screw into right posidion hole, then trun the
knob clockwise until the screw closed tightenly

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First Step

To adjust the brake cable wire, thread
the brake lever adjuster in or out 1/4 to
1/2 turn until the desired cable tension

is attained.

Second Step

Squeeze the hand lever to test the brake
to make sure it is working properly. The

front fender should clamp down and

rub against the front wheel. If brake is

not working properly, proceed to the
next step.

Third Step

If the brake is too tight or too loose, use
a 8mm open wrench and a 3mm allen
wrench to make adjustments as needed.
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
